Hi, YOUNGSTERS!

It has been a real pleasure to see how successful we have been in our attempt to attract younger
generation for active participation in various activities of the Sabha. No doubt, it has taken time yet the
results have been on expected (ines. We can now proudly witness the youth participating in running the
affairs of the Sabha with vigour and enthusiasm. At this stage, it is considered worthwhile that our younger
generation should have at (east primary knowledge about our motherland i.e., Dera Ghazikhan and the
youngsters must Rnow their roots.

The city Dera Ghazikhan was named ufhrr Ghazikhan Mirani son of Haji Khan Mirani, a powerful

Baluch Chieftain around the year 1474. The old city was about 16 kms away towards east on the bank of river
Indus(Sindhu) andwas inundated, totally washed away and destroyed due to flash and furious floods during the
year 1908. The British Raj decided to set up the new city in 1910 which was very well-planned. The city was
divided in as many as 66 Blocks with wide [ong roads and streets. There were two open spaces in each block with
a Well and Public Hydrant in alternate open space. The population of the city was 23731 in the old city which
decreased to 18446 in 1911 due to dislocation as a result of floods. Dera Ghazikhan Municipal Committee was
established in the year 1913. The present population of the city is 28,72,201 as per 2017 census.
Climate of Dera Ghazikhan was very dry with (ittle rainfall and the temperature in summer was about 46
degree Centigrade and as low as 4 cfegm, C in winter. Sohan Halwa was known to be traditional sweet of the
area. Dera Ghazikhan with an area of 5306 Sq miles continues to be the largest District of Punjab Province of
Pakistan. Before partition of the country, the city comprised of four Tehsils, Taunsa, Rajanpur, Jampur and Dera
Ghazikhan. The city is at a distance nf 92 kms from Lahore and about 60 kms from Multan. Dera Ghazikhan
was kiown as a famous seat for Krishna worship and Thakur Gosai Devotees. Before partition, the educational
facilities in the city were minimal. For primary education there was a primary school known as Chokhanand
Branch and apart froma Government School, Hindu High School was established in the year 1928. For ﬁigfmr
education, those inclined, have to move to Lahore. The city was not connected by Rail and during the winter
months, travelling by bus was pussiﬁ[e. through make-shift temporary bridges over the dried out streams of the
Indus River by embarking and dis-embarking at various points. During the Swmmer months, there was a
Steamer plying through the river when one could see roofs of the fouses sub-merged during the flood of 1908.
These are some basic facts about our Home-land.

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ORGAN DONATION - THE SELFLESS GIFT OF LIFE

Organ donation is not something most people give much thought to. What is a routine and widely
accepted form of life-giving and life-saving in so many societies in the world, makes most of us
uncomfortable? However, there are those like Mamta Jain, Lalitha Raghuram and Purnima Jain who have
gone above and beyond what anyone could have expected of them. They were able to think beyond the
tragic loss facing them and helped other in need by donating the organs of their children. They are truly
inspirational individuals, who braved the worst heartbreak of their lives to selflessly give this priceless gift.
Organ donation is now a cause they support wholeheartedly.

MAMTAJAIN:

Mamta and her husband Arun Jain were blessed with three beautiful
children. Two daughters and a son. Life was great, until they lost Aman at the
young age of 13 to an asthma attack. It is probably the greatest fear in the world
to lose a child, and Mamta had lost hers.

Aman was declared brain-dead and there was nothing his parents could [
do, but they did. Sitting in the hospital shattered beyond belief, Mamta
recalled an article she had read on organ donation. “I realized there must be
so many helpless mothers, wives, sisters, children and parents who might just
be losing their loved ones too. So we asked the doctor if it was possible to
donate his organs.”

Aman'’s kidney's helped saved two people. His eyes gave sight to two,
his heart valves gave life to other children and his liver was taken to Chennai.
Since then Mamta has taken any and all opportunities to spread awareness
on organ donation. She is very vocal about her moving story. She ran the Airtel Delhi Half-Marathon along with our
NGO, ORGAN India to help raise awareness for organ donation. Aman's story was one of the five causes that Star
TV chose to highlight during the marathon out of hundreds who were participating. Her interview was telecast the
story nationwide during the marathon.

Says Mamta, “l once heard if you save a life you save the world. Well my son saved many."

LALITHA RAGHURAM :

Lalitha is the Hyderabad based Country Head of an NGO that provides public
education on organ donation. Tragedy stuck when her 19 year old son Swamy
Narayan he went out with his friends on his birthday and met with an accident.
Badly injured, he did not receive timely attention and was picked up by a milk van
early morning. Swamy was put on a ventilator and was declared brain dead the
following evening. Lalitha and her husband Raghuram decided that they would
have his organs donated. “More than 500 doctors and hospital staff visited him in
the ICU. Several of them said that | am under no compulsion to donate his organs,
just because we were associated with the cause. | have always believed in the
goodness of giving, so the decision to donate organs came naturally.” Swamy's
kidneys, liver and eyes were donated that evening.

Lalitha and her husband have counselled over 400 families so far, and she works tirelessly to promote organ
donation in the country as well as train counsellors and medical staff. “We do share with the family our personal
story, and in fact let them know that we live with the gratification that Swamy continues to live in five people, and
that they have such an opportunity, and that they should not let that slip by."

PURNIMA JAIN :

Purnima Jain was a proud mother of three sons. Her middle son,
Pranay was suffering from a kidney disease that necessitated a transplant.
Purnima volunteered to give him her kidney that would save his life. On the
day of the operation Pranay slipped and fell in the bathroom of the hospital
and hit his head. He was eventually declared brain dead, and in a cruel
twist of irony, instead receiving a kidney, he was now in a position where
his organs could be donated to save others.

When the doctors asked his mother if she wanted to donate his
organs to save others, she took a while to think about it. “Both my sons
came to me and said. ‘Mom don’t worry. Pranay is not gone. We'll be
Pranay. But let someone else whose life can be saved benefit from his
organs.’ | realised then that we could help many more parents whose
children were on their death-bed. With that thought, | said yes to the
donation.”

Now Purnima talks about her experience on film and various other platforms. Her family including
herself, her husband and her children do everything possible to spread awareness on organ donation.
Pranay lives on. Organs from deceased donors are matched with different recipients’ blood group and size
and transplanted into them to save their lives. It is roughly estimated that over 5 Lakh people need an organ
transplant every year. There is a need for approximately 2.5 lakh kidneys, 1 lakh hearts and 1 lakh livers for
transplantation every year. Out of these less than one or two percent receive transplants from decease
donors. In 2017 there were 905 deceased donations in India

and so farin 2018 there have been around 850. P ]
